In this fast-paced workshop, you will create your own singularly beautiful work of faceted light 
using the same single-foundation piecing techniques MJ uses to create her “diamond 
quilts”.  You will choose from one of several pre-selected abstract gem designs and will learn 
how to chart the design onto freezer paper, code each piece for color, location, and adjacency; 
position template pieces onto fabric to achieve the desired light effects; and ultimately create 
your own unique study in faceted color.   
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
